MINIMUM KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS AND ABILITIES REQUIRED:

 Working knowledge of safe food handling, dietary standards, accreditation 

standards, and federal, state, and local laws and regulations. 
 Ability to use basic computer programs. 
 Basic understanding of emotionally disturbed children and need for patience, 

empathy, and the importance of building relationships. 
 Understanding the need for confidentiality of sensitive information. 
 Ability to integrate and communicate effectively with a variety of staff in many 

different roles and community professionals (donors, contracted individuals, 
service providers). 

 Ability to communicate effectively both verbally and in writing to assure timely 
communication. 

 Working knowledge of how to use, clean, and maintain commercial kitchen 
equipment. 

 
MINIMUM EDUCATION, EXPERIENCE, AND LICENSING REQUIREMENTS: 

The above knowledge, skills and abilities are typically required through a high school 
diploma or GED and one year experience in a food service setting or an equivalent 
combination of education and experience.
